Assess patients ages 11 and 12 for vaccines required for school and recommended by ACIP.

All incoming 7th graders need 1 dose of Tdap and 2 doses of varicella vaccines for school entry. Some patients may be missing other vaccines needed for school entry or due for other shots recommended for their age such as 1 MCV4 or 2-3 HPV.

· Use your electronic systems (e.g., EHR) to determine which patients are due for their shots.

· Log-in to the California Immunization Registry (CAIR) to learn how to generate patient lists.

· Assess immunization status during every visit, including routine visits, sports physicals, and visits for mild illness or injury.

Remind patients by mail, telephone, emails and clinic displays.
· Post reminders about school immunization requirements in your clinic and online. Also consider recorded message reminders. Visit Shotsforschool.org for more information.

· Make sure all staff are trained in the requirements to facilitate prompt appointments for immunization.

Make it easy for parents 

       Prepare for potential back-to-school rush for immunizations.

· Offer extra clinic hours and Tdap and varicella-only visits; ensure adequate staffing.

Provide clear documentation of immunizations to patients and their schools.
Clear documentation is critical to help school staff distinguish between doses of Tdap, Td, DTaP, DTP, etc.

· If you use CAIR, consider printing out a copy of the ‘Blue Card’ after Tdap and/or varicella has been given for the student to take to school.
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
